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1. Plan the final position of the play equipment ensuring that 90
there is sufficient space*.
Excavate the foundation hole in accordance with the plan**.
3.  Place the ground fixing in the foundation hole, ensure it is
level and at the required depth. Fill with concrete.
When the concrete has set (2 - 3 days) fit the Springie top.
5. Do not allow the equipment to be used until the concrete
has set (2 - 3 days) and the required safety surface has
been installed.
6. Check if all the fixing bolts are tight.
7. Follow the Maintenance Instructions provided.

Disposal Instructions

All components should be broken down into categories of:

1 Mild steel - swing frames, powder coated activities, deck frames and Themed/springie frames.

2 Stainless steel - all slides, slide bars and mirror panels.

3 Aluminium - all Playzone, Toddlerzone and Neo posts.

4 Galvanised steel - swing frames, chains and Teenzone posts.

5 Moulded rubber products without steel inserts - all Toddlerzone caps, rubber nest seat and edge
details.

6 Timber - all natural timber, Orchard posts and plywood.

Wherever possible these materials should be taken to specialist recycling organisations and recycled.

In some cases where composite materials are used, then disposal at land fill sites is the only alternative
such as:

7 Moulded rubber products with steel inserts - all swing seats, deck tops, duo/dizzy discs tops, post
caps.

8 High Pressure Laminate - Toddlerzone/Playzone/Teenzone/Themed/Minizone/Mini Town/Springie/
Neo panels.

9 Steel Core Polypropylene Rope - all scramble nets, space nets, unit activity ropes and nets.
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
