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General Maintenance

(Recommended Schedule & Guidelines)

Daily/Weekly/Monthly (or as adopted)
Visual checks of bench - check for superficial
or physical damage.

Three Monthly
Clean bench as detailed below

Six Monthly
Full clean as detailed below; check that bench is firmly
secured to the ground

Specific Maintenance Details

Concrete

Clean with a stiff brush once per year, especially in
more exposed locations, in order to prevent a verdigris
type build up on the surface. Ideally, this should be
completed in early spring.

Installation Instructions

All installation works to be carried out by competent
personnel - install as complete unit.

Bloc Bench (Concrete)
(surface or sub-surface fix)

1. Install suitable foundation pads (see illustration)
each with top face at ground level

2. Position bench in correct orientation with bases
centrally on foundation pads.
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
