Leaky Pipe porous rubber hoses
have been used in all the situations
you see in the photographs in this
document. They may have been
placed either into the soil or they
have been laid onto the surface, con-
nected up, then covered with a
mulch. The latter technique allowing
for future re-positioning if chosen.

S imply used by connecting it to a
pressurised water supply via a hose-
pipe, or connected to an irrigation
pipe network, Leaky Pipe remains an
understandable, practical tool.
Linked to a water supply system that
can be “automated” gives the benefit
of accurate, predictable watering for
maximal plant growth.

Leaky Pipe spaced at between
60omm-1000mm apart usually pro-
vides enough coverage as the
“spread” of moisture is encouraged
by soil type, texture, mulching and
root growth.

As a part of the new landscape
works, build-in the Leaky Pipe and
the polypipe that carries the irriga-
tion water to it, so that watering can
start as soon as the new soft land-
scaping is planted.

Leaky Pipe can be connected in
many ways. Also, it can be discon-
nected and re-used differently as a
site or your ideas change.

P ush-fit barbed fittings form the
connection between Leaky Pipe
and polypipe/hosepipe. The Leaky
Pipe is sealed with a barbed plug
where you choose, between o-
sometres down its length, but many
lengths can be watering at one time!

A water source similar to a gar-
den hose is usually capable of work-
ing 300metres of Leaky Pipe at one
time. If the area is bigger than you-
can water at once, just separate it in-
to separate “zones” and water them
“one at a time”. Either manually or
with automatic controllers.
